Citation states: Frederick William SADD, Leading Fireman,
Great Yarmouth Fire Brigade. (Caister on Sea, Norfolk.) Leading Fireman SADD was in charge of a fire appliance which attended
a fire call to Gorleston where a small estate consisting of 16 prefabricated bungalows and some 30 two storey houses was
completely flooded to a depth of more than 5 feet. Sadd, seeing there were several people trapped in the bungalows and houses,
and hearing their cries for help, instructed a fisherman to collect a boat and report back to him with it. Meanwhile, as something
approaching panic was reigning in most of the flooded buildings, Leading Fireman Sadd, accompanied by two members of his
crew, started to wade into the bungalows. The water, however, soon proved to be too deep for his companions and Sadd, realising
that they were unlikely to survive ordered them back and continued alone. The level of water was still rising, a very severe gale was
blowing, it was pitch dark and the surface of the water was exceedingly rough. At times Sadd was completely submerged but he
alternately waded and swam his way from house to house, reassuring the occupants and promising them that he would return with
a boat to rescue them. He then made his way back to the high ground where the fisherman had returned with a boat. No oars
were available but Sadd refused to abandon the attempt and by wading, and at times swimming, either pulling or pushing the boat
in the direction it was desired to take, visited each of the bungalows, rescuing the persons found in them. In almost every case it
was impossible to take the boat close up to the bungalows, and Sadd had therefore to carry each person in turn from bungalow to
boat. The water was exceedingly cold and the conditions atrocious, but although suffering severely, Sadd persisted in his efforts.
After rescuing 5 adults and 5 children in this manner, Sadd collapsed, was given first aid treatment and sent back to his station. A
short while after, he responded to another call where, under similar conditions, he personally rescued a further 6 adults and 9
children from the houses on the estate. Throughout the entire proceedings, Leading Fireman Sadd showed courage of the highest

530 : Lusitania interest - the superb and highly interesting group of medals awarded to Commander William
Thomas Turner OBE RNR, Captain of the RMS Lusitania when it was sunk by a German Submarine in May
1915. Medals OBE (silver hallmarked 1917), Transport Medal with S.Africa 1899-1902 clasp (W T Turner),
1915 Star Trio (Commr W T Turner RNR), and silver Liverpool Shipwreck and Humane Society Medal (Wm
T Turner 4th off'cr SS City of Chester for Jumping into the Alexandra Dock and Rescuing a Boy Apl 7/1883).

He was born in Liverpool, serving under his father’s command on the Queen of the Nations. While serving
on the Cherborg, Turner gained recognition for personally rescuing a man and a boy who had fallen in the
water after the Alice Davies was wrecked in a collision with the Cherborg. He later rescued a 14 year old boy
from the Alexandra Dock (medal with group), and he received an illuminated scroll from the Liverpool
Shipwreck and Humane Society for rescuing the crew of the Vague in 1897. During the Boer War he was
Chief Officer of the Umbria. He received another Illuminated Scroll from the L.S.& H.S. upon rescuing the
crew of the West Point in 1910. In 1915 when the Lusitania was sinking, Turner ordered survivors evacuated,
believing himself to be the last person on board he climbed the halyards to keep from being washed away and
to remain with his ship till the end. Eventually he clung to a floating wooden oar and then a chair, as the ship
sank beneath him. It was only later to his horror that he discovered that some had remained on board and were
sucked under when the ship sank completely. After the sinking an Admiralty inquiry in which Winston
Churchill was directly involved, exonerated him, however the charges haunted him for the rest of his life. He
also survived the sinking of the SS Ivernia in 1916 which was torpedoed by a German U-Boat off the Greek
coast. One of his sons AB Percey Wilfred Turner was lost at sea when M.V Jedmoor was sunk by U-98 on 16th
Sept 1941.

Mary Aldham (née Wood) was born about 1828, married in 1883 at Thornton Heath to Arthur Robert Aldham a
manager of the P&O Steamship Co. Following the early death of her husband Mary became involved in the "Votes for
Women' campaign. November 1911 she was arrested for smashing windows and imprisoned in Holloway. On st
March 1912 she was arrested on a march in London and imprisoned in Holloway for 6 months, going on hunger
strike from 13th - 19th and was force fed on 20th April. Also imprisoned Nov 1912 and Jan 1913. In 1913 she threw
tomatoes and smashed windows at the Old Bailey trial of Rachel Peace. For this she was sentenced to 1 month in
Holloway, going on hunger strike and was released under the Cat & Mouse Scheme on 21st Nov and returned on 29
Nov. Mary was again in Holloway in April 1914, released under the C&M Scheme on 1st May. On 4th May she
slashed the John Singer Sargent painting of author Henry James at the Royal Academy Exhibition and was returned
to Holloway where she was again force fed. Her signature appears on the Suffragette Handkerchief at the Priest
House, West Hoathly.
